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2024 SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

Award eligibility:

Any high school senior who is the child of a current, active, full-
time, and permanent member of the LAPD who has been accepted
to an accredited college or university.

The merit-based scholarships are awarded based primarily upon
academic  achievement. Extra-curricular  activities and
accomplishments as well as good character may also be
considered.

Each applicant will be required to submit two letters of
recommendation, one of which must be written and submitted by a
teacher, counselor, or school administrator. The second letter of
recommendation may be submitted by any adult not related to the
applicant who has knowledge of the applicant’s character,
activities, and achievements. Current official transcripts are also
required.

“Instructions Regarding Letters of Recommendation” to each person writing one of the two
letters required. Remember that at least one letter must come from a teacher or counselor,
and neither may be written by a relative. You should give both of them a stamped
envelope addressed to the location below, and postmarked no later than March 31, 2024.
